Nā ngā reo rōreka o ngā wāhine nei i whakapuaki ai ngā whiwhinga o te tuakiritanga me ōna tini 

mata i roto i te ao hurihuri nei. Ngā tini kawenga ā rātou, heoi anō kia whai wāhi ai kia whakakopa 

katoatia ēnei ki te pū o manawa; koinei kē, ki tā ngā wāhine nei, te tino wero. Kia whai wā ki te 

noho i roto i te waikanaetanga o Te Kore, ki te āta rongo i te matihere mōna me ōna tini mata. Hei 

tōna raro, ko te rongo-ā-whare te noho.  

Ka mātai atu tēnei mahi ki ngā tāngata, ngā taiwhanga, me ngā kaupapa nā rātou i poipoi, nā 

rātou i wero kia puta ai a Hine-māia, a Hine-wānanga, a Hine-pukenga otirā a Manawa-Hine. Kia 

tū tangata ai, ki te kii, Ko Wai au!

Nā Hine-wai 

 

“Noho tū” te tohutohu a te whaea. E pupuri ana i tōna ringa katau te pene pango ka 

whakatauiratia te hua o te kiri tuhi ki te kauae o te kōhine. Pātuki ana te manawa i te whakahī. I te 

urunga atu i te panekoti, i te piupiu, i te korowai, me te pinetanga o te raukura ki tōna tikitiki, 

whakahuri katoa ngā āhuatanga o te kōtiro noho tāone nei. I tau tōna wairua, hākoakoa ana tōna 

ngākau. Mutu ana te tū i te aro ā kapa, horokukū ana te hoki a te kōhine nei, he mōhio nōna hoki 

rawa ake, ka unuhia e ia tōna korowai, tōna piupiu, ā, me horoi hoki e ia tōna kanohi. Tatari ana 

tōna whaea, ā, ka kākari. Ā, taihoa ā, ka maringi ngā roimata o te kōhine nei, he kore hiahia nōna 

ngā kākahu rā te tango atu, me ōna whakaaro e āwhiowhio ana i te pū o tōna puku; kia unuhia e 

au ngā kaka nei ko wai au?” 

 

WHAKATAKI 

 

Ehara i te mea ka whakawhēauau i tua engari ki te kauneke whakamua, mokori anō kia titiro 

whakamuri. Māngari rawa mehe reo Māori tō te hunga i whānau mai ai i ngā tau ono tekau me te 

whitu tekau. Mōku ake hāunga ia ētahi o mātāpūputu mā, he ongeonge ngā kaikōrero i te reo 

Māori, i te mea, ko te reanga o mua mai he uri nō ngā mārurenga i ngā patu o te Pākehā mō te 

kōrero i te reo Māori te take. Ko tēnei karangatanga hoki ētahi o te makiu i wehe i ō rātou toi 

whenua kia whai i te au tāngata kia tetere ki ngā taupuni tāone whai oranga ai (Wai 262, 2010). 

Heoti i whakawhare pūwhenuahia te noho a te tini ngeangea ki ngā tuohunga tāone rā, ā, i noho 

ākikō. He tokomaha kīhai i hoki atu ki ō rātou whenua tāngaengae, ā, kāore hoki i te mōhio ki ō 

rātou tūrangawaewae. Āpiti atu, nā te roroku, arā, te nekuneku haere o ngā pēperekōu, ērā e 

manaaki ana i ngā rengarenga o te ahi i ngā kāinga, kāore hoki he take hei hoki atu. Mutu ana, 

kua rawetutuku te noho a te hākerekere ki ngā kāinga taupua nā, kia tipu māori mai i whaitua kē 

atu, i iwi kē atu, i ao kē noa atu (ibid: 7). 
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“I pōhēhē nui nei tēnei reanga mātua hou nei. Me kōrero Pākehā ā rātou tamariki kia 

whai oranga. Nā reira i tipu mai tētahi whakapaparanga kūare ki tōna reo Māori, tē taea 

te tū rangatira ai, tē kuhu ki tōna ao Māori anō hoki”.1 

 

Mārakerake ana te kite i te motuhenga o tēnei momo noho a te Māori i ēnei rangi, tērā tētahi 

hunga kīhai i māringanui kia tipu me tō rātou reo, āna tikanga, ā, ki ngā rekereke rānei o ngā 

kaipupuru i te mātauranga rā. Kāore rātou i te mōhio nō hea rātou, kāore e paku mārama ki te reo 

Māori, kāore hoki e paku aro mai ki ngā take Māori, ā, kua mōriroriro i tōna whakapapa anō hoki. 

Nāwai, ka kaha kē atu te whai a ēnei momo tāngata i te ohaoha, me te reo o te Pākehā hei 

oranga mōna, ka tāwekoweko te taukaea o te reo Māori me āna tikanga. Hei tā Kāretu (2007:20) 

 

“Kei te kaha te uaparetia e ētahi nō ō rātou mātua te hē e kore nei rātou e mōhio ki te 

kōrero Māori. Uapare ake nei, uapare ake nei he aha te aha ka pahawa i tērā? Ahakoa 

anō te tika o tērā kōrero i ētahi rohe inā he hiahia tō te tāngata ki te kōrero Māori whāia 

taua tameme kia eke, kāore hoki e taea e tētahi ngā wawata o tētahi kē atu te 

whakatutuki”. 

 

He kaha nō ngā tāngata te uapare i a wai ake, ka mutu, kua huri tuarā ētahi ki ō rātou tuakiri 

Māori. He aha rawa i pēnei ai? He kore nō rātou e hiahia, he kore rānei e mōhio me pēhea? Kua 

patua rānei e te māteatea? Kua tipu ware rānei mai? Hei tā Kāretu anō hoki (ibid) hoki atu, hoki 

atu ko aua takunga anō ērā. Engari rā hei tā (Penetito, 2010:25) 

 

“He ngāwari noa iho mā te Māori e uru ai ki te ao Pākehā mena rā nōna anō te whirwhiri, 

i te mea katoa ngā āhuatanga o te porihanga e tautoko i taua whakawhitinga”.

He hunga e rite anō tā rātou tono pūtea, karahipi 

Māori engari anō mō te paku pī mai ki te kōrero i te reo me te hāpai rānei i tētahi paku wāhanga o 

āna tini tikanga, auare ake. Nā reira, ko te urupounamu ia (ahakoa kāore pea ētahi e whākī), he 

Māori tonu ēnei tāngata? He aha hoki te tuakiri Māori, ōna kawenga, ōna paearu? Mā te aha e 

kīa ai he Māori koe? Kei ā wai te mana kia kīa ai he Māori koe? He aha hoki tō koha ki te reo me 

āna tikanga Māori. He kawenga rānei tā te tangata Māori hei whakaora anō ai i te reo me āna tini 

tikanga. Ki te mate te reo Māori he Māori tonu tātou?  

 

Ehara i te mea māku ēnā pātai e whakautu, engari ka tika kia whakaarohia, kia wānangahia ēnei 

āhuatanga i roto i tōna horopaki. Engari koinei tonu ētahi o ngā āhuatanga e wero nei te tangata 

me tana noho Māori i tēnei ao. He aha rā ngā hirautanga tuakiri ki te tauwehe te tangata i tōna 

whenua, i tōna reo, i āna anō tikanga? Ko tā Durie, M. (1997) Tērā te wā ko tā te Māori mahi he 

whai oranga ā-tinana noa iho nei. Heoi anō, iāianei ko te wero nui ko te whai oranga hei Māori, ko 

te pupuri ki te tuakiri Māori hoki e pai ai tō kuhu atu ki te porihanga, me ngā hapori o te ao whānui 

nei. 

 

Kia hoki atu ki te kōrero a Hine-wai i tō runga ake nei he hokinga mahara i ā ia e rima tau te 

pakeke. Maumahara rā ia ki ngā tini hui ka haere ai ia ko te kapa haka te take. Kātahi nei te āhua 

tino reka rawa atu ki a ia ko te mau i ngā kaka kapa haka rā. Ka mauritau tana noho i a te tangata 

e whakatauira ana i ngā makaurangi ki tōna kauae. Mōna, kāore he kaka i tua atu i ēnei, anō nei 

he tuawahine ia, nōna i mau, ka rongo a ia i tētahi āhuatanga mīharo, ka tau tōna wairua, ka 

tūrangahākoa te ngākau. Ko te wahine nei nāna te kōrero, pērā i ngā wāhine katoa i tipu ākikō 

mō te wā, arā, kīhai i noho ki te whenua tāngaengae, ki a rātou te „kāinga3.‟ Kīhai i tipu ake ko te 

reo Māori tana reo tuatahi, ahakoa i kaha rongo ai ia i te reo e rere ana i waenganui i a kōpura 

mā. Rā atu, rā atu ka mahi atu ia i āna mahi, engari ahakoa i pai te kura ki a ia, ā, he nui ōna hoa, 

ki a ia he ruranga noa iho ia ki te tuohunga rā, nō tana hokinga atu ki te kāinga kātahi ka rongo ia 

i te matihere, mō te whenua, ngā tāngata, ā, mōna anō hoki.

Arā noa atu ngā 

āhuatanga hei whakaaro ki te ruku ki tua o te kiri. Nā reira, he mea whai haere e tēnei tuhinga 

whakapae i ngā rerenga o ngā wāhine Māori e whā, i ā rātou e whakatōmene ana i ngā tai-ā-roto, 

ngā aumiha, ngā auhāro me ngā tuarangaranga o ngā kare-ā-roto ki te whai i ngā ara wai ki ngā 

wāhi e tau ai te māramatanga, ko au te wai, ko „wai‟ au. Ko ngā wāhine nei i whānau mai ai i te 

wā i nekuneku ai te reo Māori me āna tikanga. Nā reira, he aru haere tēnei tuhinga i ngā 

āhuatanga hiranga ka puta ai ā-wheako nei i a rātou e ārohi ki „tua o kiri‟ ki te rētōtanga o te 

tuakiri hei wāhine Māori, hei māmā, hei mokopuna, hei ipo me ngā pānga ki tōna anō ao.  

 

Ka āta tuhi tēnei rangahau i ō ngā waha ake o ngā wāhine i a rātou e ruku ana ki te tataotanga o 

huatau e hōpara ana i ngā karekare-ā-roto me ngā tini motuhenga mā rātou, i ngā tini horopaki. 

Ka āta tirohia ngā rautaki nā rātou anō i kimi, i waihanga, i maumahara rānei hei whakapunga i a 

rātou hei whakatautika anō hoki i a rātou i te mata kōarotanga. Kia huri anō ki te pātai i tāia tōku 

moko ki te aha? Ka whakamahere te tuhinga nei i ngā wharaunga i whāia e ngā Māreikura nei kia 

tae ki te wāhi i tau ai te kī āe ko Wai au! Ko ngā ara i whāia nei ka kitea kei ngā inoino kei ngā 

mākaurangi kua tāngia ki te kauae o ngā wāhine hei tohu i tā rātou i wānanga ai, i tā rātou i 

kohuki ai, i tā rātou i rangahau ai, kia puta he kauae tehe ki te whai ao ki te ao mārama. 

 

He nui ngā mata e mau ai i te tangata i te rā kotahi noa iho. Ao ake i te ata ka oho mai ā ipo 

(mehe tāne, he wāhine rānei tāu), ka puta i te rūma ka huri hei māmā, a tamāhine, a mokopuna 

rānei, ā kātahi ka tīpako kākahu e tika ana mō ngā momo mahi e haere ai koe. Arā he kaiako, he 

hekeretari, a wai ake, mutu ana tērā ka hoki ki te kāinga, arā noa atu ngā mata. Engari ia ko te 

tau ki tētahi wāhi e tau ai te tangata ki a ia anō kia rongo ia i te matihere mōna ko te painga atu 

tēnā. 
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Kua whakawhenua kē ngā kōrero nei i roto i ngā tirohanga Māori, ā nā ngā ariā Māori hoki i ārahi 

haere te whakatewhatewhatanga whāiti nei, nā te reo Māori i whakaniko. He whakatau anō hoki 

nōku kia hahu mai i ngā kawa me ngā tikanga āku hei pou tarāwaho rangahau, tuhi, arohaehae 

anō hoki. Kia whitingia ēnei ariā tatao nei e te rā kia whai wāhi mai i roto i ā tātou mahi ahakoa te 

momo, hei ārahi i te hinengaro, i te wairua, i te ringa anō hoki kia whai mana anō ai i ngā tini 

horopaki. Kia tukuna ki ngā rangiwhāwhātanga o te ao whānui nei kia rangona e te tini ngeangea.

Hei tā (Te Aho Matua o Ngā Kura 

Kaupapa Māori, 1998:1) 

 

“Nō nga Rangi Tūhāhā te wairua o te tangata. I tōna whakairatanga ka hono te wairua 

me te tinana o te tangata…..Nā ka tupu ngātahi te wairua me te tinana i roto i te kōpū o 

te whaea, whānau noa”. 

 

 Ka tiputahi te wairua me te tinana anō hoki arā te hononga ki te iho matua ki te whakapapa, ki tō 

te kupu „ko‟ i runga ake nei. I roto i te tuhinga nei ka āta tirohia ki ngā puna wai o ngā wāhine nei 

ka kite, he wā tōna ka marino te wai, ā, he wā tōna ka pukepuke, ka rewa ngā tai-ā-roto ka timu 

rānei. He wā anō tōna kua tāhawahawa ana te wai nei i ngā tini paihamu o te ao nei. Ka puta 

ēnei hei kare-ā-roto pēnei i te riri, i te aroha, i te takaritarita, i te anipā i te aha noa iho nei. Ka 
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rongo hoki ā-tinana nei i ēnei kare-ā-roto. Nāwhai anō ko tēnei kupu o te tuatoru te kupu e aro ai 

ki te tinana.

Ko te wai e kōrerohia nei e rongo ana i ngā au katoa o te ao nei, arā, ngā iarere, te mauri, te ihi o 

ngā mea katoa. Ki te rongo nei te wai i ngā au nei, ā, ka whakaawe nei i te āhua o taua wai, arā, 

te waiora. Ka tāpae atu au i ngā kōrero a ngā wāhine i a rātou e kōrero ana i ngā momo au e tō ai 

ia ki hea noa iho. Arā, he tāne pea tēnā, he mahi rānei, he kaupapa rānei, ā, ko ētahi he au kaha 

nei, me uaua te puta i tōna ia. Ko ētahi anō kāore i te pērā rawa te kaha, ā, mutu ana, ka rere mō 

te wā kātahi ka tau ki tētahi tauranga. He mōhio tonu nō ngā wāhine mō a hea rere ai me te au o 

te wai, mō a hea whawhai kia puta. Ko te whāinga ia kia kimi ai koe i te karakia, te reo āhuru hei 

whakaaio i tō wai. Ko tēnei wāhanga o te pātai e hanga ana ki te hinengaro, arā ngā 

whakataunga a te tangata te ara nāna i whiriwhiri mōna. Āe rānei ka whai i te au o taku reo Māori 

kāore rānei. Arā, e hāngai ana tēnei ki te taha hinengaro. 

 

He anga tēnei hei āta ārohi i tēnei mea te tuakiri me ōna tini āhuatanga. E whakamana ana i te 

anga o te pātai nei i te mana āhua ake o te tangata, arā tōna whakapapa iwi, hapū arā me tōna 

taha wairua, whakapono anō hoki. Ka tautoko hoki i te whakaaro o (Emoto, 2003) ko ngā au 

katoa o te taiao e noho nei te tangata e whakaawe ana i tōna wai, arā ko te taha tinana (me te 

taha waiua) tēnā. Ka mutu kei te tangata te whiriwhiri i te nuinga o te wā (ahakoa uaua) ki te rere 

me te au ki te kauhoe rānei kia puta, kia whai i tētahi au kē atu, arā ko te taha hinengaro tēnā. 

 

Ā, i a te tai e timu e pari ana ko te tangata hoki tēnā me ngā karekare-a-roto. Ētahi wā kei te 

harikoa kei te kauhoe ia, ā he mahana tonu te wai, ā he wā anō tōna kua tata te toromi i te wai 

tōrere, i te wai matao. Nei anō ngā āhuatanga o te oranga tāngata, he nui ngā piki me ngā heke 

ahakoa te momo. Ko te whai oranga i roto i te ao hurihuri nei te mahi a te katoa. Ko ētahi ka whai 

noa iho i tā te ia o te wai, anō nei e whakaaro ana koia, māku ka aha? Engari he wā anō tōna ka 

whawhai i te ia kia ea ai i ngā manakohanga o te tangata. Ko ētahi atu anō ka kaha whawhai i te 

ia kia kauhoe tonu atu ki tauranga kē, mō te whawhai noa te take, nāwai rā ka rūha te tinana kua 

tata toromi.

Nō tua, nō ukiuki kē ētahi o ngā kōrero nei, ehara i te mea he kōrero hou, 

engari ia he hiahia nōku kia hahu ake ngā kōrero, nā konei i kite atu ai i ōna hua ki te whakamahi 

ki te maumahara rānei i ōna tini whakahau.

Ko ngā wawata a Ngāi Māori mōna anō, kāore i whai wāhi ki ngā tikanga rangahau. Ka mutu 

kīhai i whai hua, engari kē ia i noho a Māori mā, hei marurenga i ngā tikanga rangahau ngoikore 

rā. 

 

I aua rā, ā mohoa noa nei kei te rongo tonu a Ngāi Māori i ngā ueuetanga o ērā momo tikanga 

rangahau, ka tiro noa atu ki te horopaki o te mātauranga o Aotearoa me ngā tini kaupapa here i 

hāngaia i runga anō i ngā pōhēhē, he māikoiko nō te tamaiti Māori te take nāna i whakawhara i 

roto i tana pūnaha. Heoi anō taro kau iho ka wana mai ko Te Ataarangi, koia hoki te tuakana o 

ngā rautaki whakaora i te reo Māori, kātahi ko Te Kōhanga Reo. Nō muri mai ka whai ngoi anō te 

iwi ki te tiro whakaroto, māna e tautuhi i a ia anō, kaua mā tauiwi kē. Nāwai rā ka puta mai ngā 

anga pēnei i Te Whare Tapa Whā a Tā Mason Durie i ngā tau 1980 Nō te aranga mai o ngā 

kaupapa pēnei ka whanake haere ēnei momo rangahau nā te Māori, mā te Māori. Hei tā (Durie, 

A.E., 2002:2) 

 

“He kaha nō ngā Māori ki te raweke i ngā anga rangahau kia noho ko ngā whakaaro 

Māori me te iwi Māori kei te pokapū tonu, ka mutu ka whānau mai ai ngā anga rangahau

Nā reira, ko te urupounamu ia me pēhea e 

tiaki ai i te kounga o te wai Māori kia kore ai e pouruuru. Ehara i te mea e whakahē ana au i te 

āhua, o te tiki atu ai i ētahi ariā, ētahi whakaaro hei rau atu ki ā tātou kete. Heoi anō, kei warea 

tātou te kaukau ki puna o ahurea kē, ā, nāwai rā kua mimiti kua maroke o tātou ake, ka mutu kua 

noho ki reira komekome noa iho, uapare noa iho ai. Nāwai ka hē, ka tino hē kē atu. Kua roa a 

Kāretu e kōrero pēnei ana mō te āhua o te reo Māori me tōna kounga, me tōna toitūtanga, hei

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He nui ngā tipua kua para i te huarahi, kua whakaatu i te huanui, ā, kua whakatakoto i te mānuka. 

Ko te whāinga nui o te tuhinga nei kia whakanuia ā rātou mahi me te kawe ake i te wero rā kia 

whakamana mai, kia whakanuia ā tātou tikanga me te whakaatu anō hoki i ōna whakamahinga 

rangiwhāwhā i roto i ngā tini horopaki.  

 

Nāwhai anō kua nanaiore atu ki ngā pātaka kōrero Māori hei tūāpapa mō te whakatōmenetanga 

nei. Ka tāpae atu rā i ngā kōrero me ngā tikanga rangahau i whāia, i a au e tuhituhi ana i te 

whakapae nei. Kua whakatakoto ketia te wāhanga i mua mai i ētahi o ngā kōrero tuku iho a ngā 

mātua, a ngā tūpuna e whakatauira i te āhua o te rangahau Māori. Waihoki, ka noho ko ēnei 

kōrero hei arohaehae i ngā whakautu a ngā kaiurupare, hei wero hoki i te hinengaro kia 

whakaaro whānui, whāroa mō tēnei kaupapa rangahau. 

 

HE PUNA PAKIWAITARA 

 

Mārakerake ana te kitea i roto i ngā kohinga kōrero nei, i ngā whakapapa, i ngā mōteatea, i ngā 

waiata me ngā whakataukī, i ngā whakairo anō hoki ā kauheke mā, ngā mahi autaia a te wahine 

Māori. Arā noa atu ngā kōrero e whakapuaki i ngā mahi nei. Kei pohēhē ētahi ko ngā tāne anake 

ngā tuatangata o ngā pakiwaitara heoi anō e pūrangiaho ana te kitea o ngā wāhine me ā rātou 

mahi mīharo, mahi whakaharahara. Kei pohēhē anō hoki, he rite katoa ngā kōrero nei ki tā tēnā, 

ki tā tēnā iwi heoi anō, auare ake. Kei tēnā iwi āna kōrero, ā kei tēnā hapū anō āna heoi, i roto i 

tēnei wāhanga o te whakatewhatewhatanga ka tirohia ka ārohia ētahi o ngā kōrero whānui nei.  

 

E toru nga wehewehenga tō te wāhanga nei, ā, Te Kauae Runga, ki konei tāpae atu rā ngā 

kōrero o ngā atua ka tahi. Ka rua ka heke ki Te Kauae Raro, ngā kōrero mō te ira tangata. E 

whakamaru ana ēnei ūpoko e rua i ngā kōrero atua, tangata, tikanga, tae noa mai ki ngā kōrero-

ā-iwi, ā-hapū anō hoki. Ka kōhukitia ai ngā kōrero nei me ō rātou hāngai, kore hāngai rānei ki 

tāku e whakapae nei. Ka mutu ka noho ko ēnei kōrero, kupu, paki, te anga nōku i whakamahi i a 

au e kohikohi i ngā urupare a ngā wāhine i whai wāhi mai ki te rangahau nei. 
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TE KAUAE RUNGA 

 

Te Kore, Te Pō, Te Ao Mārama 

 

Ko tētahi mea nui whakaharahara ki te iwi Māori ko te whakapapa. Ko te whakapapa te taukaea e 

rangitāmiro nei i te rangi ki te whenua, i te whenua ki te rangi, me ōna āhuatanga huhua katoa o 

tēnei ao, wairua mai, tinana mai, hinengaro mai. I reira i te orokotīmatanga o te ao, ahakoa, ko 

tēhea kōrero e whakapono nei koe, ko Io, ko Ranginui, ko wai atu, ko wai atu, kei reira tēnei ariā, 

tēnei whakaaro tēnei āhuatanga ko te whakapapa. Ko te taihema uwha me te tikanga o te 

whakawhānau tamariki ka kaha kitea i roto i ngā kōrero mō te orokohanga mai o te ao Māori. I te 

tīmatanga ko Te Kore 

 

“Te korekore i takea mai, ki Te pō-tē-kitea, Te Pō-tangotango, Te Pō-whāwhā, Te Pō-

namunamu ki te wheiao, ki Te Ao Mārama (Marsden, 2003:21). 

 

Ahakoa Te Kore i roto i Te Kore ki Tā (Marsden, ibid) i reira te pitomata koia tonu te pārekereke i 

tinaku ai ngā mea katoa o tēnei ao tukupū. Nā reira, e hāngai tonu ana te tipu nei ki te hapūtanga 

o te wahine arā te whare tangata. 

 

Hani Rāua Ko Puna 

 

Ka heke ki a Hani rāua ko Puna. E ai ki ngā kōrero o Tainui (Te Rakeitanga o Te Reo, 1997) ka 

noho a Io i te Toi-o-nga-rangi me ōna tini mea katoa kua oti i a ia te kāpui. Nā Io ka puta ki waho 

ko Hani, kua hemo noa iho tōna wairua i te kōingotanga, ka atitirauhea, ā, ka āritarita ia ki te rapu 

i te mea nāna i ingo. Nō muri tata mai ka puta ko Puna. I taua wā tonu ka hāngaia ngā kikorangi 

hei whakawehe i a rāua, ko Hani ki runga, ko Puna ki raro, i waenganui i a rāua ko Te Tumu. Ka 

tapaina te kikorangi i haere ai a Hani ko te Āngi-tama-tāne, ko tō Puna ko te Āngi-tama-wahine. E 

ai ki a (Jones, 1960) ka puta atu rāua ki te kimi i te mea, ki ō rāua whakaaro kua ngaro i a rāua, 

arā ko rāua anō. Ka hāereere mokepūihi atu rāua ki ngā rangi-tū-hāhā; ā ka kāewaewa tawhiti 
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atu rāua. Ka tukua atu e Io ngā Apa-whatukura ki te Āngi-tama-tāne ki te whai i a Hani, i tukua 

ngā Apa-māreikura ki te Āngi-tama-wahine ki te kimi haere i a Puna. Kāore i rokohina te tokorua 

nei e ngā Apa, ka ngaro atu a Hani rāua ko Puna, ā ka hoki ngā Apa ki te Toi-o-ngā-rangi. Heoi 

anō, tērā te tokorua e rapu ana i te mea kāore tonu nei rāua i te mōhio; arā ko te ara o te toa ki te 

uha, o te tāne ki te wahine. Ka kore anō i kitea e rāua tō rāua i kimi ai, ko te hokinga o Hani rāua 

ko Puna ki Te Tumu rā anō.  

 

E whakaatu ana tēnei kōrero i te „karanga o kōingo‟. Kīhai a Hani i mōhio ki te āhua o Puna, 

kāore hoki a Puna i mōhio mō Hani engari i rongo tonu rāua tahi i tētahi kōingo, i tētahi kare-a-

roto i tētahi rongo nō roto mai i a rāua, ā, i runga anō i taua rongo ka puta ki te whai i tō rāua i 

kōingo ai. 

 

Tē rongo te tangata i ērā rongo inā he hoihoi te hinengaro i ngā mahi, i ngā whakawai o te ao. Me 

pahoho te tangata kia rongo hīrea nei ērā momo kōingo, me nohopuku tonu, ā, me āta aro ki a ia 

anō, tinana atu, wairua atu, whatumanawa atu, e rongo nei ia i te tino ingo o te ngākau. He 

rongonga i te tuatahi engari ko te mahi nui ko te whai i tōna e rongo nei ahakoa kāore ia i te tino 

mōhio ko wai he aha rawa rānei tērā āhuatanga e rongo nei ia. Nā reira e kī ana tēnei kōrero, ka 

tīmata te rangahau i te ingo, i te hiahia, i tētahi rongo nō roto mai i te pū o te tangata. He 

āhuatanga ka hua mai i te ngākau o tēnā, o tēnā o tātou ka heke ā whakapapa, haere ake nei, 

haere ake nei. 

 

Te Whakapapa o te Rangahau 

 

Ko tā Tainui anō hoki nā Hani rāua ko Puna, ka puta ko Tikiahua rāua ko Tikiapoa. Ka puta rāua i 

te tahataha o te awa o Hikarahi, te awa e whakawehe ana i te rangi me te whenua (Jones, 1960). 

I auahatia rāua i te uru pākeho, ka mutu, ko tā Jones (ibid) i whakaahuatia rāua ki tō te tangata 

āhua. Nō te otinga rā anō o te hanganga, i tākoha atu ko te manawa ki a Tikiahua. Ko te ingoa o 

te manawa ko Rangahau, (te hā pakirehua o te ora). I tohia e Io te manawa rā ki ēnei kupu, koia 

ko Rangahau tēnei, ko te manawatina, me te manawatoka. (ibid). 
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Tō te whare wānanga o Tainui anō hoki, ko te toto o Tikiahua rāua ko Tikiapoa te mea e 

whakaawe ana, e akiaki ana i te wairua o te tangata ki te whai i ngā mātauranga o ngā atua 

(ibid). Nō te takutakunga o te karakia nei i tīmata ai tēnei mea te rangahau. Ka ahu mai te 

rangahau i te ngākau o te tangata, kātahi ka whakatenatenahia te wairua e Toto ki te kimi haere i 

te hua o pātai, arā ko mātauranga.  

 

Ka heke, ka heke ki a tātou me tēnei kaupapa e kīa nei ko te rangahau, ka kitea i roto i ngā 

pātaka kōrero o tēnā hapū, o tēnā iwi, te ingoa kia rapu, kia haurapa, kia kimi, ki te 

whakatewhatewha, he āhuatanga i heke mai i ngā atua. Kei roto pū i te ngākau te hiahia ki te 

patapātai, ki te uiui, ki te urupounamu i te mākoi, kia kitea ai, kia whāia ai te urupare me tōna 

mōhiotanga. He mea tuku iho ā-waha ngā kōrero ā ngā tūpuna, e rokohina atu ai i roto i ngā 

mōteatea, i ngā waiata, i ngā whakapapa me ngā pakiwaitara a tēnā iwi, a tēnā iwi. Kei tēnā āna 

kōrero, kei tēnā anō āna kōrero mō te ōrokohanga mai o tēnei mea te rangahau. 

 

Nei ka tāpaetia atu ētahi o ngā paki hei whakatauira i te āhua o te rangahau ki tā te Māori titiro, ki 

tō te Māori i mōhio ai. Nō uki kē ēnei kōrero, heoi anō mutu ana he ngako tō ia pūrākau, he 

akoranga, he kaupapa o roto hei arahi i te tangata, i te kairangahau anō hoki ki te hua o te 

wānanga. Koia tētahi pūrākau mai i te orokohanga mai o te ao; anei anō he kōrero hei tirohanga 

mā tātou e pā ana ki a Ranginui rāua ko Papatūānuku me a rāua tamariki he kāhui kairangahau. 

 

Ranginui rāua ko Papatūānuku 

 

Ka heke ki te kōrero o te wehenga o Rangi rāua ko Papa. He mea puta mai a Ranginui rāua ko 

Papatūānuku i te pitomata i roto i Te Kore kia tau atu ki Te Pō (Reed, 2004:6)  

 

“Nā te kore i ai 

Te Kore te whiwhia 

Te kore te rawea 
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Ko hautapu, ko hauora 

Ka noho i te ātea 

Ka puta ki waho te rangi e tū nei”. 

 

Ka takoto kau ana te tokorua e tauawhi nei i a rāua anō. Noho kau ana ngā uri o te tokorua nei i 

waenganui tonu i a rāua. Matangerengere ana te noho a ngā tamariki. Pō atu, pō atu tē kite rātou 

i tētahi paku hīnātore engari pō kutikuti anake. Kōrangaranga katoa ngā uri nei ki te oke pō, ā, 

mea rawa ake nā ētahi te minanga ki te ui atu “He aha kē kei tua o te pō?” Nāwai, ka hui, ka tohe, 

ka kakai, ā, ka whakawehe a Tāne i ōna mātua, kia noho ko Ranginui ki runga, ko Papatūānuku 

ki raro. Kei a Papatūānuku mō te poipoi me te āta tāwharau i āna tamariki ahakoa tā rātou 

whakatau kia whakawehe i a ia me tōna ipo a Ranginui. Kīhai ia i mau riri engari anō ka huri tonu 

ia ki te manaaki i a rātou. 

 

Nei ka kite i te tukanga nā ngā atua i whai, arā,  te āhua o te hui, o te wānanga, o te tohe. Katoa 

ēnei āhuatanga i tīmata mai ai i te kōingo i te pātai o ētehi ki te kimi wheako i tētahi atu mea 

hāunga ko te pō noa iho. Kīhai a Tāne i mahi mōna anake, engari hei painga mō tōna whānau: 

ahakoa tē mōhio ia ki te āhua o te noho i te ao mārama, ōna painga me ōna anō mate. Koina 

hoki tētahi āhua o te rangahau Māori, he hua ka puta mō te whakaminenga, kaua mō te hunga 

rangahau anake. Ka tau te noho a ngā atua ki te ao mārama, mea rawa ake ka mokemoke, ka 

rongo anō a Tāne i tētahi kōingo ka toko mai te urupounamu ko wai hei hoa mōku? 

 

TE KAUAE RARO 

 

Te Kimi i te Uha 

 

Ka tīmata a Tāne i tana rangahau, i tana kimi i te uha o te wahine. Ko tā (Robinson, 2005) kōrero; 

whai muri i te wehenga a Ranginui rāua ko Papatūānuku, ka tupu te hiahia o Tāne ki te whai i te 

ira wahine hei hoa mōna. I a ia e kimi haere ana i te uha o te wahine ka titiro tāmina atu ia ki tōna 

māmā a Papatūānuku, engari ka kī atu ia „e tama, kaua e tiro pēnā mai ki ahau.‟ Ko te whakautu 
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a Tāne „Erangi kāore anō au kia whai wahine kia ngata ai te ingo‟. Kātahi ka tohutohu atu a 

Papatūānuku „tēnā, haere atu koe ki te one i Kurawaka, ki reira tauiratia ai tāu e hiahia nā.‟  Nō 

reira, i Kurawaka ia e rangahau ana e rapu ana i tāna i hiahia ai. Nā, i te uku i Kurawaka ka 

waihangatia, ka auahatia a Hine-ahu-one, (ko Hine-hau-one, ko Hine-i-tauira ki ētahi) e Tāne 

rātou ko ētahi o ōna tuākana. Kātahi ka hongi, ka tihewa „Tīhei Mauriora‟ a Hine.  

 

Nā konei i kite atu ai te hiringa o Tāne ki te kimi i tāna e hiahia ai. Ka haere, ka uia ngā tāngata e 

ia, mutu ana nā Papatūānuku i whākī atu ki a Tāne ki hea haere ai, i a ia te mōhiotanga. Ka 

haere tonu ia, ahakoa kāore tonu ia i tino mōhio he aha tāna i hiahia ai, tae noa ki te wā i kite ai, i 

rongo ai ia i te hā o Hine-ahu-one. Ehara i te mea nāna anake rā, heoi anō he mahitahi i ōna 

tuākana, i ōna tēina hei oranga anō mō rātou. Arā he hua ka puta mō te tini kaua mō te takitahi 

anake. Mutu ana i te auahatanga o Hine-ahu-one ka moe rāua ko Tāne, puta ko Hine Tītama, ko 

Muri-ranga-whenua, ko Mahuika anō hoki (Sproul, 1979; Tanenuiarangi, 1988). Kitea tonutia ngā 

āhuatanga autaia o ngā wāhine nei e puta puta mai ana i ngā āitanga o ēnei rā, hei whakaū i te 

tūranga o te tai-tama-wahine i te taha tonu o te tai-tama-tāne, ā, i tauiratia e Puna rāua ko Papa. 

 

Hine Tītama 

 

Nā ka moe a Tāne i a Hine Tītama ka puta i ō rāua uri. I a Hine Tītama e poipoi ana i ngā tamariki 

ka mātai ia i ngā mahi a te whānau ka kite ia i tōna māmā, ā, i āna tamariki, ā, ka toko ake te 

huatau mōna anō ko wai hoki tōna matua? Haere atu ia ki tōna māmā ka uia ia nā wai au? Ko 

wai kē tōku pāpā? Horokukū ana a Hine-ahu-one ka kaupare kē ia i te pātai kei mate tana 

tamāhine i te whakamā. Heoi anō ū tonu a Hine Tītama, ka haere ia ki tōna hoa rangatira ka tuku 

i tana pātai „e Tāne nā wai hoki au, ko wai tōku pāpā‟? Ko tā Tāne paremata, tēnā ui atu ki ngā 

poupou o tō whare, ki reira whai māramatanga. Auē, i a ia e whakarongo ana ki ēnei kōrero 

kātahi nei ia ka mārama he hononga irawaru kē tō rāua. Nei ka kite i te hautoa o te wahine nei, 

ka whiriwhiri ia kia wehe atu ia ki Rarohenga. Nā Tāne ia i whai, nāna ia i inoi kia noho tonu ki te 

ao tūroa nei hei penapena i ngā tamariki o i te ao, māna rātou i te pō (Mikaere 2003) Ki konei kite 

atu ai i te panonitanga, atu i a Hine Tītama ki a Hine-nui-te-pō.  
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Katoa ngā kaupapa o te tuhinga nei ka kitea i roto i tēnei kōrero kotahi noa iho. Ko te „karanga o 

kōingo‟, arā ko te ingo kia mōhio ko wai au, ka tahi. Ka rua ko te tukanga o te rangahau, ko te ui 

atu ki ngā tāngata e tika ana engari kia tūpato rā, kei riro i a koe te whakautu. Hei whakaoti atu ko 

te panonitanga, i te nuinga o te wā ki te puta te tangata i ngā wā piere nuku, ka kaha ake ai te 

tangata. Erangi ehara i te mea he ōrite ki tō te tangata i mua mai, e kāo.  

 

Māui Tikitiki-ā-Taranga 

 

He whānui te mōhiotanga ki te mahi a Mauī Tikitiki-ā-Taranga i te ao tūroa nei. I tōna 

whānautanga mai ka pōhēhē nō tōna māmā a Taranga i whānau kahu mai, ā ka tākai ki tōna 

tikitiki ka tukua ia ki te moana (ibid). Nā tētahi tupuna korōua ia i whakatipu, ā, i poipoi, ā, taro 

rawa ka pakeke ka haere ia ki te kimi i tōna whānau, ki te kimi ko wai ia. Ki tā ngā akoranga a 

Waitaha (Brailsford, 1994) he nanakia a Mauī he tama wero atu ia ki ōna pāhake. Kāore i 

ārikarika ngā mahi whakatewhatewha, ngā mahi āmionga āna. Ko te hīnga ake o tana Ika, tērā, 

ko te raweke ahi tērā, ko te hopu i a Tama-nui-te-rā tērā. I te wā i whakakererū i a ia anō, nōna i 

whai haere i tōna māmā, ā, ka tūtaki ia i tōna pāpā. 

 

He mea āta poipoi a Mauī e ōna kuia. Nā tētahi tōna kauae i tuku atu ki a ia, he mōhio nōna he 

tipua tonu a Mauī. Ki tā ētahi he mea raweke nā Māui kia riro i a ia te kauae rā (Mikaere 2003) 

heoi anō, he kuia atamai te kuia a Muri-ranga-whenua nāna i tuku i runga i te mōhiotanga mōna 

anō te kauae, ehara ia i te rūwai. Koinā hoki te kauae i whakamahia hei patu i a Tama-nui-te-rā, i 

waihanga hoki i te matau i hīa ake ai Te-Ika-ā-Mauī. He kuia atu anō ōna, nāna te ahi i tuku atu ki 

a ia, heoi anō ko te tino tauira a te tuahangata nei ko te tauira whakaohiti, ko te tauira 

whakatūpato o te rangahau. Ka kitea tēnei i te wā i huri ai a Māuī ki te patu i tōna tupuna kuia, i a 

Hine-nui-te-pō. Koinei pea te mutunga mai o te pākaha nāna o āna mahi autaia. Ki tā ētahi o ngā 

kōrero he mōhio nō te kuia i te hau mai te mokopuna rā, ā, he aha hoki tōna take. I te rongotanga 

iho o tēnei hau ka tuku i a namu, a naenae hoki ki te tiki mai te toto o Mauī, ā, ka panipania te 

toto e ia ki te tatau o tōna whare, ka moe. Ka tae mai a Māui me ōna hoa a Tīwaiwaka, rāua ko 

Tatahore. Mutu ana a Māui te whakaroaro mō tōna hanga (ki tā ētahi he noke, ki ētahi atu he 

mokomoko) ka tīmata i tana kuhunga. Ka totoro ia ki waenga i ngā kūhā o tōna kuia, kia hou ki 

tōna puapua kia patua ai te mate. Mea rawa ake ka kata mai a Tatahore. Kātahi ka oho te kuia, ā, 

i a Hine-nui-te-pō e kukuti ana i ōna kūhā ka oke, ka karapetapetau a Māui ā, ka raku i te 
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kopainga o te whare tangata o Hine-nui-te-pō, ā, koina te rerenga tuatahi o te toto, arā, te awa o 

te atua (Tēmara, Pou. Pers Comms, 2009), te mate-a-marama. 

Mahue kau mai ko te hā o te kōrero a Māui haere ana ia ki te mate. Heoi ehara i te mea he mate 

kurī noa iho e kāo, ko te hua kē ina mate te tangata ka hoki ia ki te kuia kukume tāngata ki te pō, 

te kuia aroha arā ko Hine-nui-te-pō oti atu ai. Hei tā (Mikaere, 2003) mārakerake ana te kite i te 

mana o te hōkakatanga wahine i roto mai i ngā kōrero nei. Ko te ara ka puta ai tātou ki te whai ai 

ki te ao mārama nei, ko taua ara anō hoki te ara e hoki ai tātou ki te pō. Nō reira, ka puta mai i 

ngā whakaohiti ngā whakatūpato ki te hunga e rangahau ana. Kia tūpato te tangata i āna mahi 

rangahau mō te tūpono ka hinga ia i tētahi. He tika tērā kōrero he tipua, he tangata mō te tupuna 

nei a Mauī.  

 

HE PUNA ROIMATA 

 

Koia i kīa ai he puna roimata ngā wāhine, hei tā (Kāretū 1974) Mā roimata rāua ko hūpē e whiua 

ki te marae, kātahi pea ka ea a Aituā: Koia tonu ko te wāhi ki ngā wāhine, ki ngā ruahine ko te 

tangi ko te karanga ko te manaaki i te manuhiri. Ko te karanga te mea tuatahi ka rāngona e te iwi 

me kore ake, ka kore te manuhiri e eke ki te marae ātea. Ko tā te kaikaranga mahi he whakatapu 

i te ara e haere ai ngā manuhiri, kia karanga anō hoki ki ngā mate kia hoki wairua mai kia mihia, 

kia tangihia rātou. Ko tā ngā wāhine he tautiaki i te taha wairua kia noho haumaru ai te hunga 

hau kāinga tae atu ki te hunga whakaeke anō hoki. Hei tā (Mikaere, 2003:61) 

“He hononga tēnei ki te āheinga me te mana o te wahine kia whakawhiti i waenga i te 

tapu me te noa”.8  

 

Kei roto katoa i ngā kōrero kua tāpaehia i te wāhanga nei e whakamāori nei, ngā ariā o te 

hononga o te tāne me te wāhine, o te mahitahi, e whakamana. Ko te taunakitanga ka puta i ngā 

mātāpono, ngā huanga me ngā tikanga e noho waiwai ana i roto i ngā momo kōrero e toru nei. 

Anei te tāpae atu ētahi o aua mātāpono. Ki tā (Hine Waitere-Ang 1999:13) anei kē ngā huanga a 

ngā wāhine i roto mai i ngā kōrero tuku iho nei

Āpiti atu ki ēnei ko ngā tikanga ka whāia ka whakamanahia ko te hui, ko te wānanga ko te 

patapātai ko te ui ko te haurapa kia puta ai te māramatanga i te wā e mautohe ana te hunga. Nā 

konei i kite ai i ngā tini ara ā tūnohunohu mā me ngā taonga i whakarerea iho ki ngā uri 

whakaheke. 

 

He Whare Tangata

Ka whanga rātou, ka tūtakitaki haere i tāngata kē atu, ā 

ka mōhio haere ko wai a wai, ā, he aha hoki ōna hononga ki te kaupapa. Nō reira he wāhi e 

whakataka ai te tangata, kia rangatū ngātahi atu ai hei ope whakaeke e whakautu ana i te 

karanga o te rā. Ki konei whakaarohia ai ko wai ngā kaikōrero he wā anō hei kapo atu ētahi kupu 

hei whakarāwai i te kupu kōrero, karanga anō hoki. He wā kia āta tirohia te taiao o te wāhi kia 

rongo ai te hā me te mauri o te whenua rā. Ka kohi hoki i te whakaaro ka whakatakoto ki mua i te 

aroaro o ngā tāngata whenua.

Tūpiki ia i te rākau, ka tau ia ki tōna peka noho ai, paruhi kau ana te rangi, ā, e tarake ana te kite i 

tōna pae whenua mai i tēnei nohoanga, anō nei i te tāpuhipuhi taioreore o Ruahine ia e mātai 

whakararo ana. He raorao e kitea atu ana e whakarourou ana ki te tāepaepatanga o te rā. Ko te 

huarahi tērā e kōripi ana i te puke anō nei he haehae i te kiriwai o Papa. E rima te kaute, e rima 

ngā waka kua tau kē mai ki te pārae o tō rātou tuohunga, ā, i te kauteatea tonu mai, he rārangi 

waka ānō nei he tai pari. He hui kei te haere. Wehe ana ia i te rekareka, inā kite ai te kōhine nei i 

ngā tāngata e rauika ana ki te waharoa rā, kotahi atu ia ki tētahi wāhi motuhake, ngaki-tatari ai. 

Ka whanga ia kia whakarongo pīkari ai, kia mātaki atu ai i tētahi āhuatanga mīharo ki a ia, te 

āhuatanga o te pōhiri.

I hūnuku ngā whānau ki reira whai mahi ai, whai oranga ai, 

engari he rerekē taua wāhi ki a rāua, he rerekē taua ao.

He pai ki a ia te 

whakarongo ki tōna korōua e onetū ana ki runga i te marae, ki te rongo hoki i ngā kuia e 

whawhewhawhe ana i te mahau tonu o te whare. Waihoki, ki te here ngā turī ki te kōkā i te rehu o 

te ahi, whakarongo ai ki ngā oriori me ngā pakiwaitara o tōna korōua. Engari, i mōhio tonu ia ka 

noho, ka noho, ā, me hoki e ia ki te kāinga, ki tētahi tapatāone ki Pōneke. Nō tōna hokinga atu ki 

te tāone, kōnohinohi ana te ngākau.”

Nā Ngāti Huia ki Matau marae te reo rāhiri i tuku mai 

ki te hunga wāhine i whakarauika mai ki te whakautu i te reo karanga o te rākau matarua o Tū, o 

Rongo. I a mātou e whakaeke ana i rongo au i te mānakanaka, i te warawara, i te hahae o te kore 

mōhio e konihinihi ana ki te hunga kōrahoraho.

„Manawa-Hine te hononga ki te whenua‟ 

 

I ngā rā o mua i mōhio hoki ngā wāhine me ngā tāne he aha te wāhi ki a ia. Mena rā ko tāna he 

tiaki i ngā tamariki, he hī ika, he kairāranga rānei i ngā kupenga, he toa, he aha atu rānei. Ka 

mutu kua āhua tai whawhati rua ētahi tāngata o ēnei rā. Hāunga ia te whakawhānau i te tamaiti 

kāore e taea te kī mā te wahine tērā momo mahi e mahi, mā te tāne rānei. Kua huri ngā wāhine ki 

te mahi i ngā mahi katoa te whakawhānau, te tiaki i te whānau, te haere ki te mahi. Mōhio a Ngāi 

Māori he mea nui whakaharahara tēnei mea te whakapapa, ka mutu ko ngā wāhine tērā e 

manaaki ana i tērā tātai hono i Te Kore ki te pō, ki te whai ao, arā ko te whare tangata tērā. Ka 

huri ki te pepeha nei hei whakamahuki (Williams 1908:17 i Mead & Grove 2001): 

 

“Mate i te tamaiti, he aurukōwhao; mate i te wahine he takerehāia”. 

 

He kōrero tēnei e hāngai ana ki te whare tangata ko tā te whakamārama (ibid), ko te tikanga, he 

kino kē atu te matenga o te wahine, i tērā o te tamaiti i te mea, ki te mate te wahine kua motu te 

iho whakapapa i reira, tē raupine anō.

He wā anō ka tū i te mahau o te whare e tangi 

ana ki ērā kua tāwhai atu rā ki te kāpunipunitanga, ērā kua ngaua e te taiaha o aituā, he wā anō 

ka whakawhānau i ngā uri i te takapau wharanui. Ahakoa i rehurehu ai te kite i ētahi wā, he aha 

rawa i mahi ai rātou i ērā kaupapa. I te otinga atu, kotahi pea te mea i pūrangiaho, nā ēnei 

kaupapa, nā ēnei wheako i rongo ai ngā wāhine i te wairua o ngā tūpuna. Nāwhai anō ka tere 

toro ai ā ringa ki ngā kaupapa e hono ai rātou ā-hinengaro, ā-wairua, ā-tinana nei ki ngā kahika, 

tē ai he whakaaro nā wai mahi, nā te tāne, nā te wahine rānei me te aha hoki i pēnā ai?  
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Nā reira ahakoa mā wai ēnei kaupapa mā te wahine, te tāne rānei, kua noho ko ēnei ngā 

hononga a ngā wāhine nei ki te whenua, ki tōna taiao anō hoki. Ahakoa ngā tini patoutanga o te 

oranga nei, ahakoa ngā whakawai, i a ia e mānu mai ana i ngā ngaru o te moana, e takahi rānei i 

te papa toroparawae o Hine-tuakirikiri kei reira e rongo ai ia i te mauri, me te mana o 

Papatūānuku i tōna mana. He rerehua ngā kupu a (Rickard 1977) 

 

“Tuatahi mai, he whenua te whenua. Tuarua, koia tonu te ewe nō roto mai i te whāea hei 

whāngai i te tamaiti i mua i tana whānautanga mai. Nō tana putanga mai ka whakaute 

mai te whenua rā, anō nei he ruranga rangatira. Kātahi ka tuku ki a Papatūānuku, mai i 

reira ka poipoia te tamaiti. Kia mōhio mai, māna e ora ai tātou! Kei reira te whenua e 

noho ai me tāna kī, „Kei konei tō tūrangawaewae. Ahakoa ka kaewa koe ki hea i tēnei ao 

kei konei au, tae noa ki te wā e ahungarua ai koe, ka hoki mai ki to papakāinga, ā, māku 

koe e pōhiri i tō matenga‟”.23

piupiuaki tēnei mea te whenua, arā a Papatūānuku. Koia anō hoki te whare tangata anō hoki e 

whāngai ana i te tamaiti. Ka takea mai tātou katoa i a ia, ā, hei tōna raro ka waihape anō ai ki tō 

tātou kuia a Papa, hei reira takoto ai.

Kia titiro whakaroto ki ngā kāwai kōrero ki 

ngā pēpeha, ki ngā ariā ki ngā whakapapa ki te rongomaiwhiti o tō tātou reo rangatira ki rere, kia 

tika, kia Māori. Ki reira au whakatakoto ai i tāku pou tarāwaho mō te rangahau nei arā te Pōhiri. E 
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kore au e kī parea ngā rākau a te Pākehā ki rāhaki, engari he whakatenatena kē, kei wareware i 

a tātou ngā kura huna nei. 

 

Kautoro atu te ringa ki te hāpai i te rautapu, kātahi ka rongo atu i te reo āhuru, i te reo rāhiri o ngā 

wāhine nei. Ka tīmata te eke ki ngā rae o tēnā, o tēnā o ngā Manukura i a rātou e taki whakaputa 

i te reo karanga o te kaupapa nei. Hei tēnei wāhanga ka tuku ngā manu nei kia ketekete, kia pekī, 

kia tīhau, kia whakatakoto i tā te manawa i hiahia ai te whakaputa. Ki konei uru atu ai ki ngā puna 

kōrero o tēnā, o tēnā e korengarenga ai i te hākoakoa, i te kōingo, i te hinapōuri, i te hurō. He 

hokinga mahara ōna ki ngā wā o tōna oranga i tino whakaaro ai ia ko wai au, i tāia tōku moko ki 

te aha?  

 

Mutu ana te iere ki ērā kua rere atu ki tua o pae maumahara, ki te whakatau hoki i te hunga ora ki 

ngā „rae ātea‟, ki ngā rau maharatanga a ngā kaiuru, ka huri ki te whai i te ia o te kōrero i 

whārikihia ai e ngā kaikaranga rā. Kei tēnei ūpoko matapaki ai ngā mahara, ngā wheako o ngā 

wāhine nei ā, me te hoki kōmuri anō ai ki ngā kōrero i whakatakotohia i te ūpoko tuarua hei tātari i 

ngā kaupapa tāpua i puta mai i ngā tini wānanga. I kitea hoki i tana hāngai ki ngā kupu o te pātai i 

whakatakohia i te wāhanga tuatahi te „Ko‟ te „Wai‟ me te „Au‟. Arā i mātai atu ki ngā kōrero rā kia 

kite me he hāngaitanga ki ngā kōrero me ngā wheako o ngā wāhine nei, he whakahau rānei hei 

taunaki i te āhua o te noho i roto i tēnei ao hurihuri. Hei whakakōpani i tērā wāhanga o te whai-i 

te-kōrero nāku i tipako i tētahi waiata hei taunaki i ngā kōrero, hei whakamānawa atu ki ngā 

manawa popore, ki ngā Manawa-hine. Nā rātou i whai wāhi mai ki te kaupapa nei. 

 

Tae rawa mai ki konei ki te wāhi e pā ana a ihu ki a ihu, kua rongo mai koe i te hā o te kōrero o te 

hōrapatanga nei. Ki konei whakarāpopoto ai i ngā huatau o te wānanga. 

 

Pūrangiaho te kite i roto i ngā āminga kōrero kua tāpaehia i ngā ūpoko o te 

whakatewhatewhatanga nei, ngā tini horopaki, me ngā tini motuhenga e noho nei ngā wāhine 

otirā a nuipuku mā. He rerekē te ao e noho nei i āianei ki ērā i tipu mai ai ngā mātua me ngā 

tūpuna. Nāwhai anō he rerekē ngā rautaki ka whāia e tēnā, e tēnā o rātou i ēnei rangi, kia hono ai 
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rātou ki ō rātou reo ki a rātou tikanga ki ō rātou wā kāinga. Waihoki, he nui hoki ngā momo kāinga 

o te tangata. Me te tika hoki o te whakataukī rā ta (Grey 1857:40 i Mead & Grove 2001) 

 

“Ka mate kāinga tahi ka ora kāinga rua” 

 

Hei tāna he nui noa atu ngā whakamārama mō te pēpeha nei. Ko tētahi tirohanga e kōrero ana 

mō te māra kai, ā, ki te mate te māra a tētahi ka ora te māra a tētahi atu. He pēpeha e āhua ōrite 

ana ki tēnei erangi e whakamahia ketia te kupu whare kaua ko te kāinga. Ki tā Grey (ibid) anō 

hoki he kupu whakarite te whare mō te hoa wāhine, ā, ina kotahi anake te wahine hei mamahi, ko 

te tinana ka paku inā he nui noa atu i te kotahi, ko tōna puku ka rangiahua. E rua, e rua ngā 

whakamārama nei heoi anō ko te whakamārama ka tīpako e hāngai ana ki tāku e tuhi nei ki tāku 

e whakatau nei ko tēnei, ki te mōrearea tētahi kāinga ā, ka tāwharautia e te kāinga tuarua, 

tuatoru, haere ake nei, haere ake nei. 

 

Whāia ana ngā whakamahukitanga mō te pepeha nei ehara i te mea he kāinga ā-tinana anake 

ngā kāinga e hamumuita nei e ngā wāhine. Heoti anō, he nui ngā momo tuohunga nei. Ki ētahi 

he wāhi arā he kāinga taupua, e tau ana ia i tētahi raro pōtehe noa iho, he wā roa rawa rānei, 

heoi anō he whakaruruhau tonu. He wā anō ia ko te kāinga ka kōrerohia nei e rātou he tangata 

kotahi kē, he pūreirei tāngata rānei tēnā, kua kōpania i te kōrero nei „ko taku kuru hauhunga‟. He 

wā anō tēnā e kōrero ana rātou mō tētahi wāhi, he mahi, he kaupapa, he taiwhanga rānei e reka 

ai tōna ngākau e tau ai tōna wairua, e haumaru ai tana noho. Kia tōai au i ngā pae tawhiti o te 

rangahau kūiti nei: 

 

 He whai i ngā rerenga o ngā wāhine Māori, he whakakao mai i ōna wheako, i 

ōna puna whakaaro mō tēnei mea te „tuakiri‟ wāhine Māori me ōna tini mata. 

 

I whakapuaki ai ētahi o ngā rautaki i whāia e ngā wāhine nei kia whakaāio ai te moana i 

hīngarungaru o roto, kia whakatau i te mauri rere, ngā kaupapa hei ō ake mā hine ā roto. I whai 

hoki tātou i te ia o ngā wheako o ngā wāhine nei, ngā piki, me ngā heke, anō nei he kaieke ngaru. 

I puta i a rātou ngā wheako me ngā kōrero e hāngai ana ki te taiao i tipu ai ratou, ngā tāngata i 
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whakawe i a rātou, ngā kaupapa nā rātou i whai me tā rātou mōhio tonu ko aua wheako katoa 

ngā inoino me ngā mākaurangi o tōna kowhaiwhai, o tōna oranga a mohoa noa nei. 

 

 He tūhura i ētahi rautaki nā rātou i kimi, i waihanga, i maumahara rānei hei 

whakatau i a rātou i te aro o hākoakoa, o hinapōuri, o hurō, o piere nuku. 

 

I puta mai ngā kōrero mō ngā rautaki nā ngā wāhine nei i whai hei hono rātou ki tō rātou ao 

Māori. E rongo ai ia i te rongomaiwhiti o te reo me āna tikanga. Ko te mau rākau, ko te waka 

ama, waka tangata, ko te ako i tōna reo, ko te wānanga i ngā kaupapa e hāngai ana ki a ia, arā te 

karanga. Ko ngā mahi toi heoi anō ko ngā kaupapa e māriritia e ia. 

 

 Te tautuhi i ngā tohu e whakaatu ai kua rongo ia i te matihere mōna anō, me ōna 

tini tūranga. 

 

I hua mai ai ko ngā wā o te piere nuku, te wā i tino huri ai te mareikura ki te wānanga me pēhea 

ia e āta tiaki i a ia anō ā-tinana, ā-hinengaro, ā-whānau, ā-wairua anō hoki kia rongo hīrea nei ia i 

te reo e whirinaki nei ia, e whakapono nei ia. I ako ai ia i te nohopuku, i te whakaoko ki te taiao, ki 

te hau, ki te moana. I tau mai tētahi māramatanga, he kura te tangata ahakoa ko wai, kiriuka mai, 

manawa popore mai, he akoranga māna. Ahakoa te tīwerawera me te pākinakina o ētahi reo kē 

atu e urutomo mai ki te kī me pēnei me pērā, nā rātou anō ōna reo ake i kimi, i āhukahuka  

 

I ata wetewete i te pātai ko wai au, ā, i noho ko te pātai rā he anga e tautoko ana i te wānanga i 

tēnei mea te tuakiri. Mā te āta arohaehae i ngā kupu o te pātai i whai whakaaro i tētahi anga e 

aratohu nei i te tuhinga i te wānanga nei. E whai ake nei ngā whakamahukitanga, me ngā 

whakatau.  
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HEI WHAKAMAHUE 

 

Kua nui haere te kete kōrero a ngā wāhine Māori i roto i ngā tau, kua kaha huri tātou ki te āta 

rangahau, ki te āta tuhi i ā tātou ake kōrero. He kōpata noa iho tēnei tuhinga i roto i te moana nui 

o ngā kōrero kua rangahaua, kua hōrapahia e ngā wāhine Māori mōna anō. Ko te tūmanako ia he 

iti tēnei e tautoko ana i te huatau he nui ngā ara o tēnei mea te rangahau, he whānui, he whāroa, 

he rētō tonu ā tātou tikanga rangahau. Hei manatu mā tātou whāia ki te uru-tapu-nui o Tāne, 

Tāne te waiora. 

 

Mutu kau ana ka iri mārō te manawa o tēnā, o tēnā o ngā wāhine nei ki te tiaki i a ia anō, me te 

mōhio anō hoki ki te pēnā ia, kua kaha kē tana noho hei pou mō tōna whānau me tōna hapū anō 

hoki. Nā ngā kaupapa pērā i te mau rākau i te waka, i tōna reo Māori anō i whakakaha te taura ki 

te tuakiri wahine Māori. Ko ngā kōrero a ngā wāhine mōna anō, kua kōpania i ngā mākaurangi i 

ngā inoino, i ngā koropetau kua tāngia ki ō rātou kauae. Koinei hoki te hua o te wānanga mō te 

hunga wāhine nei, anō nei he tai, he wā ka timu, he wā, ka pari, he wā anō ka huki te tai, engari 

ahakoa te haurokuroku o waho kua tau ngā wāhine ki te kī ko wai au! He wai mano whenua, he 

wai whakaata i ngā tāngata i ngā taiwhanga i ngā taiao e ponitakatia e ia. I ū ai o rātou waka ki te 

tauranga e tau ai rātou ki te kī he tangata ahau, he wahine Māori ahau. He hautoa ngā wāhine 

nei kia wherawhera mai i te ngākau kia whakapūangiangi nei i ngā hau kino o Ngai Whakahē, a 

Ngai Pepehatū mā, hei aha? hei oranga mā ērā e rapu ana i a ia anō. Hei tauira i te manawa-

hine! 

 

Huri kia warea tō aro ki ngā mea e māriritia ai e koe, kia manawareka mai tō ngākau. Ko wai ka 

uru atu ki tō wai hei te rā apōpō kia tīnihia te āhua o tō noho hāneanea, o tō tirohanga ki tēnei 

ao? Ko Wai ka hua, ko Wai ka tohu! 
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TE HĀKARI 

 

Nei te tū i te roro o tōku whare kōrero, kua ekea te marae kua tangi, kua kōrero, hei konei hora ai 

i te Tatua o Hikakawa hei kai mā tātou, ko tāu he tiki atu i tāu e pai ai ka waiho i ērā e āhua 

mākihakiha nei ki a koe hei timotimo pea mā tētahi kē atu. Heoi anō, i āianei he wānanga kei te 

haere. Nei ka tapai atu aku huritao i au e titiro komuri atu ki tēnei rerenga nōku. I au e whātai ana 

ki ngā puna whakaaro nei ane tāku e rongo, tāku e kite.  

 

I mātāuru te tai o tēnei tuhinga i te takinga o tētahi pātai, he wero, ā, mai i taua wā rā ā, mohoa 

nei, kāore e ārikarika ngā tāngata kua uru mai ki te wai nei, nā reira kia tōaitia te pakirehua i noho 

hei tāhū mō te hōparatanga ka tika hoki ko Wai au! Nō te wā i tīmata ai au i tēnei rerenga tae noa 

mai ki te ira kati whakamutunga o tēnei tuhinga, kua tipu, kua whanake, kua pakeke, a, ka mutu 

he rerekē rawa ahau iāianei i tō te wā i tīmata ai ahau i tēnei rerenga nōku. Hei āpōpō ka 

whanake anō ahau nā reira ehara tēnei i te otinga atu, he tauranga noho iho hei tānga manawa 

mō te wā. 

 

Nōku tonu te honore kia hikoitahi me ngā wāhine nei i a rātou e wānanga i ngā tini kaupapa e 

kawe ai rātou ki te tānga o te moko kauae. I reira koutou hei taituarā mōku otirā, manako ana 

āhua i pērā rawa taku tautoko atu i a koutou. Pai tū, pai hinga he wharaunga mīharo nei mōku, he 

rau maharatanga e kore au e wareware. I uru kokau mai, heoi anō ka puta he kauae tehe ki tēnei 

ao hou. 

  

Kua rongo nei au i te rerehua o te tini ngeangea e ngākaunui ana ki te kaupapa nei, rātou kua 

tuku o rātou reo kia rere arorangi ki te wao mei kore e tūpono ka rongo i ētahi atu manu e tīneinei 

ana. Ērā kei te pō tonu e karawheta mai ana kia puta ki te ao mārama. Manako ana mā ēnei 

kōrero e marino ai te hone o roto kia tau ai taua hunga kia mauru ai rātou ki te hāpai ki te pīkau i 

ngā tini mahi o tēnei ao hou.  
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Kotore whererei ana i ngā akoranga ngeangea mōku me tōku whānau me ngā tini tāngata kua 

nohotahi mai ki te wānanga i tēnei kaupapa. Kei aku nui kei aku rahi nōku te whiwhi, nōku tonu te 

honore, kei aku puna mātauranga, kei aku puna whakaaro, kei aku puna aroha tēnā koutou 

katoa.
